Nor is getting rich due to doing things which atfeaf to do, for two people in the same business
often do almost exactly the same things, and tsnéchgewhile the other remains poor or becomes
bankrupt.

If taking things
from people by physical force is robbery, thengtdkngs by mental force is robbery also. These is
difference in principle.

You have no right to use your will power upon anptrson, even “for his own good,” for you do
not know what is for his good. The science ofgeith does not require you to apply power a forc
to any other person, in any way whatsoever. $imatahe slightest necessity for doing so. Irateed,
attempt to use your will upon others will only tendefeat your purpose.

You do not need to apply your will to things irotd compel them to come to you. That would
simply be trying to coerce God and would be faoidhuseless.

You do not have to try to compel God to give yod tiings, any more than you have to use your
will power to make the sun rise.

You do not have to use your will power to conquanfaendly Deity, or to make stubborn and
rebellious forces do your bidding. Substananidljrio you, and is more anxious to give youyahat
want than you are to get it.

You are a creative center from which increagensffito all.

Simply feel
the faith, and let it work out in every transactieh every act and tone and look express the quiet
assurance that you are getting rich — that yalready rich.

In order to master youoamvént and your destiny, it is not at all necetssdry
you should rule over your fellow men, and, ine\desh you fall into the world’s struggle for thie hig
places, you begin to be conquered by fate anshemsitt and your getting rich becomes a matter of
chance and speculation.

Beware of the competitive mind! No better stateofi¢hé principle of creative action can be
formulated than the favorite declaration of tlee‘@blden Rule” Jones of Toledo: “What | want for
myself, | want for everybody.”
